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CEO’s Monthly Report

Another financial year is coming to an end; the Shire has taken on some significant projects in
this year, which are now close to completion. The renovation works on the new administration
building (former Club Hotel building) is expected to be completed on the 10 July 2018. The
Shire should be fully operational in the new Administration Centre by the end of July 2018. the
purchase of five additional staff houses allows the Shire to recruit additional staff. The Shire
had experienced issues with not having an adequate number of staff houses which had delayed
the appointment of some key positions, such as the Recreation and Leisure Coordinator. The
newly renovated Heritage and Interpretation Centre should be operational within the next month
or so. The building just needs to have the planned lattice and balustrades installed for both
security and safety reasons before the complex can be open to the public.

Additionally, the Shire is finalising some concept plans which includes the renovation of the
main street and caravan park. Council had recently invited comments from the public on the
Draft concept plans for both projects before any final decision is made. Council is expected to
make a final decision on the Draft concept plans at it's June /July 2018 Ordinary Council
Meeting.

Council has recently updated its Community Strategic Plan (2018—2028). A copy of the new
plan can be downloaded from the Shire’s website or by visiting the Administration office.

The Shire is currently considering holding another auction to dispose of excess office furniture
and equipment. For information about this auction, please keep an eye on the future additions
of the Wiluna Wire.

Planning is currently underway to provide a Free Wi-Fi service to the following locations to the
public:

e  Administration Centre (Library & Function Centre)
o Recreation Centre (open area)
o Heritage and Interpretation Centre

It is expected that the above service will be available within the next couple of months.

After visiting the Wiluna on the 2 May 2018, I am calling on the State Government
to fund a new firefighting appliance for the town. A number of requests for a new
appliance to increase structural firefighting and road crash capacity from the Wilu-
na Town Bush Fire Brigade had gone unanswered by the Department of Fire and
Emergency Services. “The lack of action from the Minister and his Department
means the people of Wiluna and its volunteer firefighters are facing a potential
deadly crisis. Despite DFES identifying Wiluna as a high risk fire area, repeated
attempts to improve firefighting resources for the town have been ignored.” Local
fire brigade captain Wade Bloffwitch, who also operates the town’s ambulance ser-
vice.

The Wiluna Remote Community School (WRCS) Training
Centre has continued with the students enrolled in the Certifi- ,‘U NG
cate 1l in Conservation and Land Management (CALM) course \\, 6
successfully completing more units in May. The students are @

from Desert Support Services (DSS) and the WRCS Vocation-
al Education and Training (VET) program.

This month'’s training included planting all new gardens in the
school, followed by more automotive training with Alwyn.

The students pulled all of the old plants out of the school gardens
and trimmed all of the trees. They then planted about 80 new native
plants (trees and shrubs) kindly donated by the Kalgoorlie Boulder
Urban Landcare Group (KBULG). WRCS students participated in 6

propagating many of these plants during a visit to the KBULG nurse- ND STR
ry in Kalgoorlie last November. The VET and TAFE students also

serviced and repaired all of the garden sprinklers. This was a very

big week with the students working hard over long hours to see this

big job through to a successful conclusion. The new school gardens are a great legacy project for the students.
Come and check out the new plants and watch them grow!

Alwyn delivered another successful automotive unit which showed the students how to comprehensively service
vehicles and trailers. This was great training and we got a lot done. Alby from the Wiluna Fijian community
joined us for this training and did very well. It was great to meet everyone who came along to see him training
and we welcome further self-funded participation from anyone in the community. We're going miss Alby at our
next training session. The students also worked longer days in order to learn a few more workshop skills. This
included fabricating steel frames around two large mosaics previously prepared by WRCS students. The mosa-
ics were securely mounted in the frames and will be erected in the school grounds. They look great!

The training continues to maintain high attendance, retention and completion rates, with strong support from
Wiluna families. Senior Martu have been visiting the training and encouraging the students, as have a number
of Wiluna Shire Councillors and Blackham'’s staff. We really appreciate that interest and support, especially the
great support Blackham'’s have been giving us.

This training demonstrates the value of strong local partnerships. WRCS, Central Region TAFE, Wiluna Shire,
DSS and Blackhams Resources are working together to provide quality, nationally accredited vocational educa-
tion and training to Wiluna residents.

WRCS appreciates the terrific assistance and support it is

receiving from the Wiluna community to deliver the most effective and interesting training possible at our Train-
ing

Centre, which will hopefully lead to meaningful local employment. Big thanks to Wiluna Shire for making this
happen and to the community leaders and Elders who we always enjoy seeing at the training.

Tainuni Te Waka Tainui is the name of the canoe that brought my people to
Aotearoa
(New Zealand)
Kawhia Te Moana Kawhia is the name of the sea where I come from
Oparau Te Awa Oparauis the name of the river I live beside
Priongia Te Maunga Pirongia is the name of my scared mountain
Waipapa Te Marea Waipapa is the name of my tribal home
Ngati Hikarioa Te Iwi Hikairoa is the name of my extended tribal family
Taihauauru Te Hapu Taihauauru is my family name

This is my mother’s mob.

My father comes from the Clan Commins in Scotland, they Governed Scotland and its
lands up until Robert the Bruce and his people took control of the country. We still
have a Cummings Castle and a Clan Head in Scotland.

I have four (4) grown children and five (5) grandchildren, most of my babies live in
New Zealand.

I spent 20 years working in boys and girls homes in New Zealand looking after at
risk youth and children, sentenced to adult prison terms. I travelled to Western
Australia after the earth quakes in hit Christchurch City in 2010. I worked in Perth
for three (3) years before spending time in far North Queensland in a remote
community on the Carpentaria coast. I moved back to Western Australia in 2015 to
take up a position in Yalgoo, where I worked for almost 3 years.

Hello Wiluna,

To help engagethe community and keep you up to date and informed as to what is happening around
town. we have decided to write an article for inclusion in the ‘Wiluna Wire.

CRIME REPORT

Firstly | would like to point out that crime is not just a policing issue. Police are certainly the first
responders to any crime, however the bigger pictureinvolves the community and stakeholders working
together with the local police to help reduce crime within a community.

There have been some negative media reports lately in relation to ‘Wiluna and in particular, since the
Wiluna Club Hotel has closed. Unfortunately in my opinion, the view that was published was extremely
bias and self-drivento portray Wiluna in a negativelight The WA Police crime statistics for Wiluna, which
are available to the public on the “WA Police Website", as per below, clearly show that crime has
significantly reduced compared to previous years. The main area where there is a significant increase
relates to stolen motor vehicles and non-dwelling burglaries, whichis mainly attributed to a recent spate
of offences committed by the same people, who also committed similar offences in Newman.
Meekatharra, Wiluna, Leinster, and Sandstone, targeting mine sites and mining vehicles. These
offenders have since been apprehended and charged accordingly.

All of the stolen motorvehides had the keys leftin the vehicles, therefore, do not leave the keys in wour
cars, even for a second, as it only takes a moment and then your car is gone. Prevention has a huge
impact on crime reduction.

Cn a positive note, Family Violence has seen a significant decrease, with approximately 50% reduction
sincethe sametimelastyear and|am proudto savthatthere has been a steady reduction since 2014-
2015. Family Violence will not be tolerated.
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UNLICENSED VEHICLES

Before ry amival in Wiluna there had shways been an unwritten rule where unlicansad vehicles could use
the back tracks to get from the resenve and into town so thet people could purchase food, supplies and
fuel. | have never had any issues with this, however f you are driving on the verge of the road, you sre
committing an offence, as the verge is stil classed as psrt of the road. If you are seen driving on the
verge, you wil be stopped.

There appesrs 1o be sn increase in the number of unlicensad wehicles that are driving across the
bitumen roed and parked up st the fuel bowsers at the shop. Obviously if you are parked st the fuel
bowser, then you have crossed the rosd to get there. [f we see you driving these vehicles on the road,
than expectto be prosecuted. Recently an uniicensed vehicle colided with a child on 8 push bike while
on the verge of the road, luckily no one was seriously hurt. However as it has bean brought to our
attention and in the interest of public safety, we will focus mora one targeting unlicensed vehicles and
where they are being driven, which includes off-road motorcycles.

In addition to this,  you are drink driving on the verge of the road or on the back tracks, you are stil
subjectto the same drink driving rules as if you are driving on the road. The back tracks have bacoms an
area thatis “Open to and used by the public {you?" and subsequently if you are caught then you wil be
charged. For the financial year to date, as of the 23 May 2018, we have stopped and conducted
random braath tests on 1131 vehicles/drivers, 50 the probabilty of getting breathalysed is pretty high.

DRUGS

Wiluna Police do not want drugs in the community, however to help combat any drug issues, we need
the communities help. If you have any information on drugs that are coming into town, or are in town.
then plessa let us know. However the information needs to have soms substance behind it for us to be
able to take immadiate action. Atthough i your information is just general knowladge regarding & known
drug user'supplier, then we stil wantto know about it 5o that we can update our database and create a
profile on thasa people to halp strengthen any cases in the future.

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From Another View—A reimaging of John Forrest’s 1874

exploration of WA

A new partnership project between the State Library
of Western Australia and Andrew and Nicola Forrest’s
Minderoo Foundation has been forged to deliver this

unique project in 2018-19.

Entitled “From another View” the project will retrace
and reinterpret Sir John Forrest’s 1874 trek from
Geraldton to Adelaide.

John Forrest set out with a party of five men, includ-
ing two aboriginal trackers to explore the “real na-
ture” of the Western Australian interior.

In particular, this project relates to John Forrest’s
1874 trek from Geraldton to Adelaide, which stopped
at Windich Springs just north of Wiluna, and retells

and reimages the exploration history from an Aboriginal point of view.

The original expedition in search of inland water resources that could sustain set-
tlement was a remarkable journey through areas unchartered by Europeans.

The expeditioners endured extreme hard-

ship, however it encountered communities of
Aboriginal people who had thrived for tens of

thousands of years.

L Wiluna’s Heritage & Interpretive Centre (the
old hospital) was lucky enough to host one of
the “From Another View” pop-up exhibitions,
which was kicked off with a malya BBQ and
heritage session on Thursday 24th May. The
exhibition was on display in the Centre till the
6th June, and included a full-size map of the
trek, information about the team that traveled
it, and original sketches by the artist retracing
the trek.
